OLD BUSINESS:

Youth Recruitment-  Mrs. Barrell reports that efforts continue to recruit youth.  OMJ is making every effort to increase youth enrollment.  OMJ management is working toward a CCMEP referral program for potential drop- outs.  Also, The State is planning an ad campaign in the near future.
NEW BUSINESS:
CCMEP Update-  Mrs. Barrell updated the committee on the CCMEP program.  Mrs. Barrell reports that OMJ CCMEP Unit is experiencing caseloads of over 100.  OMJ is working toward hiring more case managers to reduce the load. 
WIOA Update- Mrs. Barrell stated that OMJ is continuing to try to increase enrollment numbers.  Mrs. Barrell states that OMJ continues to explore opportunities for co-enrollment (WIOA/TANF).
Ohio To Work- Mrs. Barrell provided an update on the Ohio To Work initiative.  Mrs. Barrell stated that the initiative ended 12/31/2022. Mrs. Barrell stated that during the grant period, OMJ had received over $89,000.00 in base funding and incentives.
Pre- Apprenticeships / Coalitions-  Mr. Turner stated that WDB and OMJ are looking to partner with Pre-apprenticeships / coalitions.
YOUTH PROJECT REPORTS:
Youthbuild (YB)-  Marie Lishick provided an update to Youthbuild program activities:
Construction Manager started employment with YBTC on 11/21.  NCCER Certification Training Completed.
Case Manager position still vacant.
Mental Toughness completed.  15 of 20 applicants are enrolled in CCMEP/WIOA/YB meeting the 15 participant number of the grant.  
RRP Lead Abatement Completed-5 of 6 received certificates.
Participants started Chapter 1 of NCCER-tentative completion date first of April.

Community Service held at Rescue Mission during Thanksgiving, cutting Turkeys and filling food containers for distribution.

Contact from Sleep in Heavenly Peace was received and we will be volunteering there in May/June.

Community Service at the Restoration Church will be set up for landscaping/cleaning this spring.

Working with Family Fitness to set up Yoga classes/enrichment activities.   

Coordinating donation of bikes for the participants through the Police Department in Warren.

Scheduled Valley Counseling to come to YB and talk with the participants and build rapport with them.

Participants have also been given information on Coleman Counseling.  

Lunches through Warren Harding are now set up for our students (Sandy from TMHA and Teri/John Lacy coordinated and set this up for us).

GED Career Navigator working with YBTC to set up Ohiomeansjobs and career assessment profiles.  We will continue to work with the Career Navigator.

Youngstown Goodwill Career Development has presented information on resume writing and soft skills.

All of our participants are attending GED classes.  The applicants who were not enrolled were referred to GED and/or River Gate High School.

Follow Up:

Two of the six participants are presently working in January.

October-December, four participants were working.

Jobs for Ohio Graduates (JOG)- Mr. McKinney gave an update on the activities of JOG.

· Active WIOA – 11

· Follow-up WIOA – 10 

· 7 just finished Q3 in December – 86% Employed

· 2 just finished Q1 in December – 100% Employed

· 1 was transferred to Mahoning Co. 10/4/22. First follow-up will be in March

· 2 enrollment in process

· 1 youth passed her HSE and is now employed full time at Niles PD as a dispatcher

· 2 youth are currently in a work experience
