NOTICE:
(APPLIES TO ORDER WHEN SIGNED BY A MAGISTRATE)

Magistrate Orders are governed by Rules of Court as follows:

	Juvenile Court - Juvenile Rule 40
	Domestic Court - Civil Rule 53

A Magistrate’s Order is effective immediately upon filing with the Clerk of Courts.  A Motion to Set Aside is required for review and appeal before a Judge.  Pending a ruling by the Judge, a Magistrate’s Order remains in full force and effect.  There is NO automatic stay of a Magistrate’s Order.

A stay may be granted by either the Magistrate who issued the Magistrate’s Order, or by the reviewing Judge.

The time for filing a Motion to Set Aside a Magistrate’s Order is TEN (10) DAYS after the Order has been filed, and the rules and procedures set forth in Juvenile Rule 40 or Civil Rule 53 must be followed.

Note that the time for filing a Motion to Set Aside a Magistrate’s Order by a second party is NOT extended by the filing of an earlier Motion to Set Aside a Magistrate’s Order by another party to the litigation.

These proceedings are electronically recorded.  If you wish to preserve testimony, you must order a transcript of the proceedings.  In Juvenile Court, juvenile files and records are not public records.  The transcript can only be released to a Judge on objection or to an Appellate Court for review.  You will not be permitted to have a copy of the transcript.  For Juvenile Court, the transcript will be held in the court file.


INSTRUCTIONS IN PREPARING THIS DOCUMENT:

(1) Complete the FIELDS in the case caption as follows:
· INSERT the names of each child and the child’s date of birth where indicated.  Add additional fields if there are more than two children.  Delete the additional fields if there are fewer than two children.
· INSERT the Case Number.
· INSERT the name of the Judge.

(2) Complete the FIELDS in the body of the motion as follows:
· INSERT the name of the party filing the motion.
· DO NOT INSERT a hearing date and time.  This will be completed by the court, if applicable.

(3) Complete the FIELDS in the list of parties and attorneys to receive notice of the order as follows:
· INSERT the names of each party where indicated.
· INSERT the names of each attorney, if applicable, where indicated.
· INSERT the name of the Guardian Ad Litem where indicated.

(4) DO NOT choose the name of the Judge or Magistrate or insert anything on the document where the judicial officer signs.  This will be completed by the Court.
